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Technology and Our Mission

New technologies are an integral part of our lives, culture and our
ministries. It is likely you use computers to help do your tasks and to
stay connected. You would not have access to this newsletter
without email and the web.

Some of you use technology to enhance your programs, to
communicate with families, to keep yourself and your catechists
updated, to find resources, and to reach out and evangelize.
Technology has expanded the horizons and possibilities of our
ministries in ways we had not imagined just a few years ago. At the
same time, we are becoming all too aware of the ‘dangers, toils and
snares’ of new technologies. Moving ahead will take creativity, courage,
and discernment.

Pope Benedict XVI recently addressed the importance of our
engaging, evaluating and using new technologies in the service of the
Gospel. Speaking to the younger ones among us, he said:

"Dear Brothers and Sisters, | ask you to introduce into the culture of this
new environment of communications and information technology the
values on which you have built your lives. In the early life of the Church,
the great Apostles and their disciples brought the Good News of Jesus to
the Greek and Roman world. Just as, at that time, fruitful evangelization
required that careful attention be given to understanding the culture and
customs of those pagan peoples so that the truth of the gospel would
touch their hearts and minds, so also today, the proclamation of Christ in
the world of new technologies requires a profound knowledge of this
world if the technologies are to serve our mission adequately. It falls, in
particular, to young people, who have an almost spontaneous affinity for
the new means of communication, to take on the responsibility for the
evangelization of this "digital continent". Be sure to announce the Gospel
to your contemporaries with enthusiasm. You know their fears and their
hopes, their aspirations and their disappointments: the greatest gift you
can give to them is to share with them the "Good News" of a God who
became man, who suffered, died and rose again to save all people.
Human hearts are yearning for a world where love endures, where gifts
are shared, where unity is built, where freedom finds meaning in truth,
and where identity is found in respectful communion. Our faith can
respond to these expectations: may you become its heralds!"
